taxi driver tells of rape trial

A former Birmingham taxi driver who walked free from court after being cleared of rape spoke for the first time of his 16-month 
ordeal. Aminur Rahman said: “It’s been a living hell. Nothing comes close to what I’ve been through. It has destroyed my life.”The       
33-year-old, from Acocks Green, had been accused of raping a passenger he picked up from Bridge Street, in Birmingham city 

centre, in the early hours of April 1, last year.
But Crown Prosecution Service lawyers dropped the case in November after offering no evidence against him at Birmingham Crown 
Court and he was formally cleared. A jury at an earlier trial had failed to reach a verdict.
Mr Rahman, who worked his way up to be a night manager for A to B Taxis, said he was now considering legal action against police 
and prosecutors, seeking damages of £60,000 over his ordeal. He and his wife are also thinking of moving abroad to escape the 
stigma. “When I was told the prosecution weren’t offering any evidence it didn’t come as a surprise because I knew I hadn’t done 
anything wrong,” he said. “I wasn’t happy. I was bitter about why I had been dragged through this for almost a year-and-a-half.
“Rape is an awful thing. What sort of person would rape someone? “I haven’t been able to operate as a taxi driver since my arrest. It 
was something I’d done for 12 years but my livelihood has been taken off me. “I lost thousands of pounds in wages. It was hard not 
being able to support my family. I had to sell my cars and motorbike just to keep up the mortgage payments on my house. “I suffered 
from depression and was close to a breakdown. I was a prisoner in my own home, but my family and friends were the ones who 
supported me.”He added: “My wife has stood by me throughout all of this. “I was never scared of going to jail because I know I didn’t do 
anything. “She always assured me that if there was any justice it would be done.”

Police in the Humberside area 
are handing out the following 
advice to passengers using taxi 
and private hire vehicles, after 
a taxi licence plate was stolen 
from a taxi in the Skirlaugh area
	 Never get into a vehicle that does not display an 
appropriate plate at the rear. It may not be insured or licensed. 
Ensure that the driver is displaying an approved badge. Only 
drivers licensed by the council can drive licensed private hire 
vehicles or hackney carriages (taxis). 
The vehicle and the driver should be presentable and they must 
carry evidence of the license in a visible position. 
The vehicle license number plate (white) must be affixed to the 
rear of the outside of the vehicle. 
The vehicle license number is repeated on the fare chart, which 
should be clearly visible to the passengers in the vehicle. 
The driver will wear a badge which includes his/her photograph 
and driver license number. 
In addition to this, police suggest using a licensed taxi or private-
hire vehicle from a well-known firm.
Make sure that you have the telephone number of the taxi 
company you have booked with.
When the taxi arrives, ask the name of the person the driver is to 
collect, as well as his name and company. Do not get into a taxi 
you have not asked for. If possible, share a taxi with a friend.
Always sit in the back; if you chat to the driver, do not give away 
any personal details.
When arriving home, have your money and house keys ready and 
consider asking the driver to wait until you are in the house.
If the driver makes you feel uneasy, ask him to stop at a busy 
public place and get out. If he refuses to stop, raise the alarm by 
waving or shouting out of the window.
